Course Objective: 
You will develop your communication, critical thinking, and problem solving skills in Spanish in a variety of settings including speaking, reading, writing, and listening and will become more culturally aware of the Spanish speaking communities and countries.   
Grading Policy:
Your final grade will consist of the following components:

Interaction/Class Work (30%)

Homework (10% )  

Quizzes/Tests (30%)

Compositions/Projects (30%)

*Note: any grade of .5 or higher will be rounded up.
1. Interaction, Participation and Class work: 

Participation means coming prepared for class everyday and being actively involved in class discussions and activities.  Since this is a Spanish class and Spanish is the language of the classroom, your interaction grade depends heavily on your honest attempt to speak in Spanish and any work that is completed inside the classroom that may be graded for accuracy or completion.
2. Homework:

Homework is an essential key to practicing and learning material and therefore will be given regularly. To receive full credit for homework, the assignment must be turned in on the date it is due and be 100% complete.   Late homework will be accepted with a grade of up to 50% if turned in within 24 hours of the due date unless graded in class.
3. Quizzes and Tests:

Quizzes will be given on a regular basis and may be announced or unannounced. Tests will be given frequently and may vary in both point value and format.  The midterm and final are comprehensive and worth 20% of the final grade.
4. Compositions and Projects:

Compositions and writing tasks will be assigned both during and after class. There will be a variety of projects throughout the year that may be worked on in class and at home. 

Electronic and online translators are not dictionaries.  They may never be used for any work and will result in the loss of credit and an administrative referral for academic dishonesty.
5. Absences:
You must provide an official absence slip on the day you return from an absence. If you have a legal absence, then you have 1 day per absence to make up the work missed (including tests, quizzes and homework).  If your absence is illegal, you may not make up the work missed for points and you are responsible for any new material covered. All students are responsible for requesting and finding any missed work and material.  I am very willing to get you what you need if you take responsibility in asking for it.

We create many projects in class, so I also recommend the following things to be brought to class everyday:
1. A set of colored pencils, markers or crayons (los marcadores o lápices de color)

3. Glue stick (pegamento)

4. A ruler (una regla)

You may purchase a dictionary – English/Spanish (un diccionario) that may be kept at home and then brought to class.

Leaving and entering the classroom/Lateness Policy
When you are given permission to leave class, you must have your agenda book signed. If you arrive late for class without a pass from another teacher or administrator, you will get a warning.  Upon the second lateness, I will call home, the third will result in a call home and a detention.  All requests to leave the classroom should be made in SPANISH. (
